From I-75 at M-72 or US-31 at M-72: 
 

1. Take M-72 West from Kalkaska or 

East from Traverse City, to the 

Rapid City/Alden turnoff. 

2. Follow sign to the Village of Rapid 

City. 

3. At the BP Store, turn left onto 

Aarwood. 

4. At the next stop sign, turn left onto 
Crystal Beach Road (at the 

intersection, you will see a sign 

stating, “Kewadin/Elk Rapids”). 

5. Drive over the Torch River Bridge.  

Turn right at the blinking light onto 

S. West Torch Lake Drive.

The “World Famous” Torch Lake Sandbar can be 
viewed from the Resort and is only seconds away by 

watercraft and minutes away by foot.

Turtle Creek is on the east bay in Williamsburg and 

Leelanau Sands is on the west bay in Suttons Bay. 

The Village of Alden is on the southeast edge of 

Torch Lake.  It is well known for its quaint shops, 

fabulous antiques, creative crafts, and family dining.  

Alden is a very short drive from Northwind Resort.

ABOUT  TORCH  LAKE . . . 
 

Torch Lake is considered to be the third most 

beautiful lake in the world, following Lake Geneva 

(Switzerland), and Lake Louise (Canada).  It ranks 

first in water volume and second in size among 

Michigan’s inland lakes. 
 

 Surface area:  18,770 acres 
 Shoreline:  40.8 miles 
 Maximum depth:  315 feet 
 Average depth:  111 feet 
 Maximum width:  2.35 miles 
 Length:  18 miles 
 Indians called it “Lake Wass Waganing” (place of 

birch bark torch) and used torches to fish at night 

for whitefish 

 You may hear native Torch Laker’s talk about  “a 

five-color day,” when the lake sparkles with five
